Active Communities Grants

About the Grants:
We believe that when people move more, communities thrive. When communities thrive, more people get moving. That’s why we’re offering small pots of funding, up to £500 to help spark ideas that get Doncaster residents out and about, especially those who face barriers to being active. We’re looking for creative, community-powered ideas that:
· Help inactive people, families, or those on low incomes get moving.
· Bring people together; building relationships, sharing skills, and making the most of local spaces.
· Try something new, fun and sustainable.
· Make good use of what’s already in the community; people, places and passion.

How much funding is available?
Up to £500 and there is no minimum amount.

Who can apply:
· Not-for profit voluntary or community organisations
· Registered charities
· Faith-based organisations
· Not-for profit companies, community interest companies or social enterprises
· Schools
· Individuals or informal groups

What you can apply for:
The grant can be used to pay for the following costs but is not limited to:
· Room hire for physical activity sessions 
· Equipment 
· Training and development opportunities

Groups/individuals are able to re-apply for the Active Community Grant more than once, however this must be for completely new projects. Please speak with your local Well Doncaster Officer before applying for a new project if you have already been successful for the Active Community Grant in the past. 

Individuals and Un-constituted groups
Monies from the fund will not be paid directly to individuals or un-constituted groups. Individuals or groups who are un-constituted and/or do not have a bank account are advised to contact your local Well Doncaster Officer, in the first instance, before completing the application form. They will discuss your idea with you and provide support to access the grant. We welcome applications from unconstituted groups/individuals who are looking to make a difference to physical activity levels within the community through new initiatives. 

We are unable to fund ideas that are:
· Activities promoting religious beliefs.
· Political activities.
· Goods or services that have already been purchased or ordered.
· Activities outside of the Borough of Doncaster.
· On-going organisational running costs.
· Trips and holidays.
· Costs that are already included within and funded by an existing grant or contract.
· School activities that are included within the curriculum (activities led by schools that engage the community will be eligible/considered).
· Endowments / loan repayments.
· Items that can only benefit an individual.



Evaluation and celebrating success
We want to help raise the profile of the great work that taking place in Doncaster’s communities. We want to celebrate your successes in supporting Doncaster residents to increase their physical activity levels to further encourage more residents to move more. To help us do that, all successful applicants must be willing to share a case study and a short monitoring form with Well Doncaster, within 6 months of receipt of funding.



When is the deadline to submit applications?
Anytime! There’s no deadline. We review applications monthly, so yours will be looked at in the next panel after you submit.

What happens when you submit your application?
· You will receive an acknowledgement letter or email which will have your unique reference
number on it.
· You may be contacted by a Well Doncaster Officer to discuss your application in more detail.
· Applications will be assessed by a small panel of local representatives. Decisions will be based on the strength of the application according to the aims of the Active Communities Grants. 
· When a decision has been made, you will be notified in writing or via email.
· You will be contacted to arrange receipt of the grant.
· Your local Well Doncaster Officer can provide support – keep in touch with them to let them
know how you are doing.
· The grant must be used and a case study and monitoring form submitted to Well Doncaster within 6 months of receipt of the grant.

Unsuccessful applications
The decision is final and there is no right of appeal. However, unsuccessful applicants will be referred
to their local Well Doncaster Officer for support, and they are able to re-apply based on the support
and advice they are given.

Apply / How to find out more:

PLEASE NOTE: We highly advise you to contact your local Well Doncaster Officer before completing your application, who can offer guidance and support you to develop your idea. Alternatively, complete the Expression of Interest form here: Active Communities Grant Form | Get Doncaster Moving, which will be forwarded to your local Well Doncaster Officer to contact you directly.

These applications will be via a Microsoft Teams form. and all supporting documentation and governance documents should be clearly marked ‘Active Communities Grant’ and emailed to WellDoncaster@doncaster.gov.uk or posted to Public Health, Well Doncaster, Bentley Resource Centre, High Street, Bentley, Doncaster, DN5 0AA

Constituted applications must submit their governing document along with their application form.
